Manu-
facturing processes for our products are responsible for the largest share of energy consumption.

In 2022, our energy consumption (Scope 1 and 2) totaled
62,916 MWh. Total CO e emissions (market-based) amounted to
2,186 tonnes in the reporting year, meaning they were reduced
by 87% compared to the reference year of 2019."

This means we are well on our way to achieving our goal of
CO,neutral energy sources by 2026 at our sites in Austria and
Germany.
